	Lesson (title and summary) & Hook?
How can you save the world in one minute?
Students explore how important protecting rainforests are in tackling climate change and thus saving the world. They will then communicate this to a wider audience through creating their own video no more than 1 minute long.

Students should be familiar and understand the terms climate change, deforestation and rainforests.

	Teaching objectives

WALT: We are learning to…

Understand why protecting rainforests are an important step in tackling climate change.
Understand why protecting the rainforest can also benefit the whole world as well as the indigenous people like the Ashaninka tribe.
Understand how the charity Cool Earth help protect endangered rainforests.
	Learning outcomes
WILF: What I’m looking for…

To identify through research why protecting rainforests can help with climate change and help save the world.
To work within a small group to evaluate the evidence collected from your research and to plan your 1 minute video.
To produce your own 1 minute video which you will upload to the internet as part of the global competition and then peer assess each other group’s videos and provide feedback via youtube.

	Success Criteria - What does ‘good’ look like?

TBSY: To be successful you…

Will create your own 1 minute videos titled ‘1 minute to save the world’ As a group we will create our own success criteria as what a ‘good’ video would look like.

	Starter 

 Students enter the room whilst the Big Picture video is playing they are asked to write down 1 or 2 questions that they have about it.
	Key question
How can we save the world in one minute?


	Main teaching activities (These will be carried out over 2-3hrs of teaching. I have broke this down time wise based on 1 hour lessons within my own school)
Lesson 1 – Introduction & Planning

Lesson 2 – Making the video

Lesson 3 – Peer Assessment & Review

Lesson 1 – Introduction & Planning

5 – 10 min                             PowerPoint states objectives, outcomes, success criteria, big picture and task.


10 – 20 min
Students get into groups of no more than 3 students and are free to chose who they work with. In this time students must discuss ideas and possible ways of completing the activity. 
20-25 min
Students complete the class success criteria for what makes a ‘good’ video.
25 – 40 min
Research using the information given, through class textbooks and through internet searches. During this research time groups need to look at the tutorials and top tips for making videos (see resources)
40 – 55 min
                Students in groups complete a storyboard for the    video on A3 paper 

Lesson 2 – Making the video

5 – 10 min
Use PowerPoint again to set objectives, outcomes etc and timeline for this lesson.

10 – 30 min
Students work in groups on activity & create videos
30 – 35 min
Review of progress so far, students share experience and tips for improvement.

35 – 55 min
Students work in groups to complete the video.

Lesson 3 – Peer Assessment & Review

5 – 10 min
Use PowerPoint again to set objectives, outcomes etc and timeline for this lesson.

5 – 40 min
Students upload videos and present them to the rest of the class then other students complete peer assessment of presentations online and give oral feedback to each group.

40 – 50 min
                Students complete the plenary.

	Plenary 
Students discuss the key questions for the plenary with a partner, then reflect on their own learning and make a record of their thoughts. Some students then lead the plenary using the key questions and get feedback from the rest of the class.

	Assessment opportunities
